‭HHS senior.  The applicant must be a motivated student (displayed by school‬
‭and community involvement, part-time job, etc.), have a 3.0 or higher GPA, be‬

‭service type field (policeman, teacher, medical field, forestry or other public‬
‭service).  Priority will be given if an immediate relative is a veteran.‬

‭educator, business, tourism, restaurant or resort management.  Applicants must‬
‭be honest, motivated, ethical, kind hearted, hard-working, thorough, and‬
‭self-sufficient.  Participation in sports is preferred. Applicants must also believe in‬
‭the free enterprise system, and will stand for the National Anthem with hat off‬
‭and right hand over heart.  Must have a desire to work and live in northern‬
‭Wisconsin after post high school graduation. Applicant’s GPA, participation in‬
‭school activities, high school work history and community/volunteer activities will‬
‭be considered in the selection.‬ ‭Applicants must complete‬‭a short essay of what‬
‭patriotism and the National Anthem means to them.‬

‭students who have volunteered for FHNB.‬ ‭A photo is‬‭required‬‭and‬‭must‬‭be‬
‭attached with a completed application for their news publication.‬
‭Value: $500 – 2nd Semester Freshman Year‬
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‭2-3.‬‭Hayward Lions Club Scholarship:‬‭The recipient of this scholarship must‬
‭rank in the upper one-third of the class.  Based on scholastic achievement,‬
‭community involvement and service, personal qualifications, leadership and‬
‭promise of future achievement.‬
‭Value:  2 @ $500 per Year for Four Years – Beginning 2‬‭nd‬ ‭Semester Freshman Year‬
‭(total $2000‬‭each‬‭)‬

‭2-6.‬‭Hill Construction/Andy Monari Memorial Scholarship:‬‭This scholarship‬
‭will be awarded to a student who plans to attend a vocational college program for‬
‭a career in a trade field (construction, plumbing, electrical).‬ ‭Application must‬
‭include one letter of recommendation from a technical education teacher.‬

‭Recipients must plan to attend college or vocational school.  Preference is given‬
‭to a graduation senior who lives in the Town of Round Lake, Hunter or Spider‬

‭2-8.‬‭Rod Lundberg Memorial:‬‭This scholarship is given‬‭to two graduating‬
‭seniors (one male and one female) based on the following criteria:  possess high‬
‭personal ethical and moral standards and qualities; GPA of 3.0 or higher;‬
‭participated in at least two sports, preferably three; entering post-secondary‬
‭education:  college, university, or technical college; displayed leadership qualities‬
‭and enthusiasm for life; demonstrated community service (volunteer work or‬
‭service involving church, school, and/or other community activities).‬
‭Value: 2 (One Male and One Female) @$1,000 - 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester‬‭Freshman Year‬
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‭2-9.‬‭See My Art Scholarship:‬‭See My Art, Inc. will award a scholarship to a high‬
‭school senior accepted to a regionally, accredited, post-secondary institution.  A‬
‭minimum GPA of 2.50 is‬‭needed for application. The‬‭student must be highly‬
‭motivated and goal-oriented‬‭with a potential for success in post-secondary‬
‭education. Additionally, they must‬‭display an attitude‬‭of “Kindness” demonstrated‬
‭to disadvantaged or disabled‬‭persons in our community‬‭through volunteer work‬
‭or mentoring. The focus of the‬‭scholarship is using‬‭art to empower and inspire‬
‭the disadvantaged or disabled‬‭persons.‬
‭Value: $250 - 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester Freshman Year‬

‭2-10.‬‭Seeley Breakfast Club‬‭:‬‭The recipient should‬‭be someone who has‬

‭essay is required and must include what kind of impact performing community‬
‭service/volunteering has made. One letter of recommendation is also required.‬

‭2-11.‬‭Van Roy Family Scholarship:‬‭This scholarship‬‭will be awarded to a male‬
‭and a female graduating varsity basketball player who will be attending college or‬
‭vocational school.  Consideration will be given to scholarship, sportsmanship,‬
‭and integrity.‬
‭Value: 2 @ $750 (One Male and One Female) - 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester‬‭Freshman Year‬

‭3-1.‬‭Barron Electric Cooperative Scholarship:‬‭Applicants‬‭must have parents‬
‭or guardians that are Barron Electric Cooperative members.‬ ‭Hayward High‬
‭School will select a student who ranks in the top 25% of the class.  Selection of‬
‭recipients will be by the school and committee based on the student’s scholastic‬
‭ability, leadership service, cooperation and progressive spirit as a student and‬
‭within the community.‬‭A Senior photo is required with‬‭application.‬
‭Value: 2 @ $1000- 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester Freshman Year‬

‭3-2.‬‭Beehive Botanicals:‬‭This scholarship will be‬‭given to students who are‬
‭enrolled in an institute of higher education, either a two-year program or a‬
‭four-year program.  Priority is given to financial need.  Applicants must have a‬
‭2.75 GPA or higher.‬
‭Value: # of Recipients and Amount Varies - 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester‬‭Freshman Year‬

‭3-3.‬‭Ben Anderson Memorial Scholarship‬‭:‬‭This scholarship‬‭will be awarded to‬
‭a‬‭male‬‭student who will be pursuing a degree in‬‭education‬‭.‬ ‭Preference will be‬
‭given to students pursuing an elementary teaching degree.‬‭The scholarship will‬
‭be based on scholastic achievement and the applicant must be actively involved‬
‭in community and school activities.‬‭The recipient‬‭will receive the award during‬
‭their sophomore year in college with evidence of his continuing pursuit of a‬
‭teaching degree.‬
‭Value: $2000 - 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester Sophomore Year‬

‭3-4.‬‭CHARAC-Scholarship for the Arts:‬‭This scholarship‬‭is awarded to a‬
‭student pursuing a college or vocational degree in the arts.‬
‭Value: # of Recipients and Amount Varies‬
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‭3-5.‬‭Elmer Jensen Memorial -Town of Hayward Fire Company:‬‭This‬
‭scholarship will be awarded to a graduating senior from Hayward High School‬
‭who is entering into a post-secondary education program and likely to become a‬
‭future‬‭firefighter or first responder‬‭.  Because firefighters and first responders in‬
‭rural areas come from a wide variety of vocational backgrounds, the scholarship‬
‭will be awarded primarily based on the applicant’s history of community service‬
‭and volunteer activities.  Other criteria considered will be community service and‬
‭volunteer activities of the applicant’s parents, the applicant’s understanding of the‬
‭role that first responders play in a rural community, and the soundness of the‬
‭applicant’s plan for obtaining a post-secondary degree and employment in that‬
‭field.‬
‭Value: $1,000 - 2‬‭nd‬ ‭Semester Freshman Year‬

‭3-6.‬‭Gibson Walsh 20 Foundation Golf Scholarship:‬ ‭Awarded to one male‬
‭and one female.  Applicants for this scholarship must have been a Junior and‬
‭Senior Golf participant, followed the co-curricular code, has not had a major‬
‭athletic code violation which has resulted in him/her missing a game and has not‬
‭been suspended by the coach.‬ ‭Applicants are required‬‭to submit an essay of‬
‭500-800 words describing the impact golf has had on your life and what golf‬
‭means to you, the applicant.  Two recommendation letters from community‬
‭members neither of whom the applicant is related to or is the coach are also‬
‭required.‬
‭Value: 2 (One Male and One Female) @ $2000– $1000 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester Freshman Year‬
‭and $1000 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester Sophomore Year‬

‭3-7.‬‭Gibson Walsh 20 Foundation Hockey Scholarship:‬ ‭Awarded to one male‬
‭and one female.  Applicants for this scholarship must have been a Junior and‬
‭Senior Hockey participant, followed the co-curricular code, has not had a major‬
‭athletic code violation which has resulted in him/her missing a game and has not‬
‭been suspended by the coach.‬ ‭Applicants are required‬‭to submit an essay of‬
‭500-800 words describing the impact hockey has had on your life and what‬
‭hockey means to you, the applicant.  Two recommendation letters from‬
‭community members neither of whom the applicant is related to or is the coach‬
‭are also required.‬
‭Value: 2 (One Male and One Female) @ $2000– $1000 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester Freshman Year‬
‭and $1000 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester Sophomore Year‬

‭3-8.‬‭Hayward Area Rotary Club:‬‭This scholarship is‬‭for graduating seniors with‬
‭financial need, academic achievement, who have demonstrated qualities of‬
‭leadership, motivation and extra-curricular involvement. Service to others‬
‭(volunteer work) is a major component.‬
‭Value: # of Recipients Varies @ $1000 - 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester‬‭Freshman Year‬
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‭3-9.‬‭Hayward Football Scholarship:‬‭Applicants for this scholarship must have‬
‭been four-year Hayward High School football participants, as well as meeting‬
‭other requirements.‬
‭Value: $1500 - $750.00 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester Freshman Year and $750.00 1‬‭st‬ ‭Semester‬
‭Sophomore Year‬

‭3-10.‬‭Hayward High School Student Council:‬‭This scholarship‬‭is based on‬
‭student leadership, participation in school activities, and future plans. Must‬
‭provide a list of high school organizations you’ve been a part of and include‬
‭specific examples of your leadership in these groups. Also, list examples of how‬
‭you’ve been a leader in your classes.‬ ‭Letter of recommendation‬‭from a high‬
‭school staff member should be included.‬
